Committeewoman Salimbene  presented winner Madison Fowler with her proclamation. A. Professional services of the type herein sought are of such a nature as to require a high degree of trust or confidence in the individual providing the service.

B. The individual who will provide these services has demonstrated his competence and particular expertise in the services required, and is familiar through prior association with the specialized area of fireworks exhibition.

C. The services include advice to and consultation with the municipality and its agents that requires both knowledge and judgement on the part of the individual providing the services as well as the confidence of the municipal officials, such that competitive bidding is not feasible or practical.

Mayor Murphy asked if there were any comments from the public this evening.
Joyce Bou of South Dennis commented on bicyclist on Sea Isle Blvd.  Township Committeeman Tozer and Municipal Engineer Jack Gibson commented on lighted signs that were installed on the Township side.  Deputy Mayor O’Connor indicated that being on the Blvd in a vehicle is bad enough and he can’t believe anyone would want to be on it on a bicycle.  Mr. Gibson commented on the bicyclist defying the signage and Committeeman Tozer indicated that the Sheriff Department patrolled on Memorial Day Weekend and he discussed the possibility of Sea Isle Police patrolling the Blvd.  Township Solicitor, Jeff April, commented on a possible Inter-Local Agreement with Sea Isle City regarding the jurisdiction and the ability to patrol the Blvd. and discussed this issue with the Committee commenting.  Mr. Gibson indicated that currently the State Police have jurisdiction with the Sheriff’s Department and he stated that the issue of granting some jurisdiction to the Sea Isle Police could be explored.  He indicated that if a bicyclist got a ticket they could spread the word and perhaps then they would not defy the signage.  Mr. Gibson continued to discuss the bicyclist.  Committeeman Tozer and OEM Coordinator, John Berg, commented on signage that Sea Isle put up for Polar Bear Weekend.  The Committee continued to discuss the issue of an Interlocal Agreement with Sea Isle to allow the Sea Isle Police to patrol the Blvd.  They advised the Solicitor to continue to explore this issue and asked that Mr. Gibson discuss with the Mayor and Council.  They continued to discuss the issue with additional comments regarding where vehicles and bicyclist can be pulled over safely.  
Kim Herron of 355 Main Street, South Seaville indicated that she works for the Township, however, she is here as a private citizen.  Ms. Herron voiced her concern as well as various neighbors regarding a recent article in the paper about a sewer line down Kings Highway.  She indicated that their fear is being opened up for big development, affordable housing and commercial development and she asked the Committee what their stance is and if there is anything they can do or is the decision solely with the Cape May County and the M.U.A.  Mayor Murphy advised Ms. Herron that no one has contacted the Township regarding this issue and the Committee has heard about it the same way she has.  He indicated that the Committee is going to adopt a Resolution Opposing this project at the next meeting.  Township Solicitor, Jeff April, commented on the State’s 208 Plan.  The Committee and Ms. Herron discussed the fact of it being a transmission pipe and the ability to hook-up to it.  Ms. Herron commented on the majority of the residents of Dennis Township liking the character of the Township and not wanting it to change.  She continued to discuss the project, voicing her concerns of development when sewer is available and not wanting to be “Rio Grande North”.  Mayor Murphy reiterated that the Township has not been contacted and that they will be adopting a Resolution opposing the project at the next meeting.  He also stated that the Solicitor was looking into certain laws and that the Senator was reviewing it.  The Committee indicated that they were against the project and Committeeman DiCicco commented on the Master Plan and water rights.  
There being no further comments from those present, motion was made by Salimbene, seconded by O’Connor, that the public comment portion be closed.

The Mayor asked for comments from the Committee.

Committeewoman Salimbene  commented the Primary School’s Off-Site Evacuation Drill at the Rec Center.  She indicated that the latest winner of the Heritage and Cultural Trivia Contest was Hannah Shaw-Wright and she will be honored at an upcoming meeting.   
Committeeman Tozer reminded everyone of Waste Management’s Holiday Schedule with Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s being their holidays and he indicated that the Township will make every effort to double up on the recycling routes the day after  a Township Holiday to get on schedule.  

Committeeman DiCicco commented on the Active Shooter Drill in Upper Township that he and OEM Coordinator, John Berg, attended.  He commented on plans to have a similar drill with our School District.  Mr. Berg commented positively on the Drill, i.e. well run, informative, etc.  Committeeman DiCicco commented on coordinating a Drill.  He commented on the Environmental Commission work on the garden next to the parking lot and touring the Ludlam School Building with Joan Berkey who is an Architectural Historian who gave some pointers regarding the building.  He commented on the Dennisville Historic Home Owners Association desire to expand the Dennisville Historic District and indicated that this will be discussed further during the Work Session.  He also indicated that Ray Rebmann the Museum Curator/Local Historian/Environmental Commission Member is looking into some grants to fund the efforts associated with the Ludlum School Building.  He asked Committeeman Tozer for Public Works assistance with gaining access to the basement and attic.  Committeeman DiCicco also commented on the concerns with the rumble strips on Route 47 and contacting Freeholder Morey and the Senator.  The Committee commented on the Rumble Strips on Route 47 and the Clerk indicated that the NJDOT has not responded to the Township’s Resolution requesting No Passing Zones for those areas.  Committeeman DiCicco indicated that the Memorial Day ceremony at the Belleplain V.F.W. was very nice.  He also commented on the fantastic job Kade Day is doing on his Eagle Scout Project out at the V.F.W.  He closed his comments with indicating that the Mets were in second place.   
Deputy Mayor O’Connor apologized for his tardiness and indicated that coming down from Hammonton will be a challenge for the 4:30 meetings.  
Mayor Murphy thanked everyone for coming out tonight.
Motion was made by O’Connor, seconded by Tozer, that the meeting be adjourned.  All in favor and the motion carried.
